Dispersed and Backcountry Camping Reminders:

Dispersed camp sites are located along most secondary roads and may not be marked.

Disturbed areas that have been used as a camp site before can be recognized by the telltale flat
spots, please use existing sites to avoid creating new disturbances.

Practice Pack-in-Packout and Leave No Trace

You need to be %- % mile from any know water source.
Bury human waste in a hole at least 6 inches deep.
You will need a fire permit for all types of flames.

All wood needs to be brought in, no collecting of vegetation. (It’s also best to buy your wood as
local to the area you want to camp, to avoid introducing invasive species like boring beetles.)

Bring plenty of water, enough for you whole family. (My family of 4 goes through 10 gallons in 3
days, this includes washing and drinking water.)
